5. Research Subcommittee  

The ARC established its Research Subcommittee in the Committee. The research projects 
Transit ioning from Blanket Guarantee to Lim ited Coverage System and Sources of 

Liquidity for Deposit I nsurance Fund  were done under the chairmanship of CDIC Taiwan. 
And the ongoing project, Bridge Bank Schem es in the Asian Region and Legal 
Fram eworks of Deposit I nsurance, which led by the KDIC, are underway to be at the 
finalizing stage.  

It was agree that the PDIC was to assume the chair of the Research Subcommittee at the 
ARC Meeting in Hanoi. Now the PDIC is working on topic selection and other arrangement. 
The new research projects will be completed to produce the reports that will be presented at 
the ARC Meeting in March 2008.
