The main purpose of the Europe Regional Committee (ERC) is to reflect regional
interests and common issues through the sharing and exchange of information and ideas.
The ERC performs such functions in a manner to further the objects of IADI and act in the
best interests of the Association.

Objectives:

1. To promote IADI membership in the European region;

2. To promote bilateral co-operation between ERC members;

3. To enhance regional communication through holding meetings and conferences to share
knowledge and build the community of interests of deposit insurers and other
institutions in the financial safety net;

4. To assist IADI Standing Committees in areas of common interest;

5. To promote collaboration with international financial institutions, regional institutions
(specially EFDI) and other parties to facilitate activities of the ERC;

6. To enhance regional cooperation through intellectual support in the area of deposit
insurance to IADI members and/or other parties;

7. To provide a vehicle for communication between the regional IADI members as well as
other parties in the region and the Executive Council including its Standing/Regional
Committees on matters of interest and concern to the deposit insurers in the region.

To develop contacts and co-operation with EFDI including a joint seminar with the EFDI;
To promote discussions, expertise sharing and enhance communication between the
ERC Members;

To promote bilateral and multi-lateral co-operation between ERC Members, other
European deposit insurance schemes and other IADI members;

To hold a joint conference with the Middle East and North Africa and Eurasia region.

Events and Meetings:

Physical meetings of the committee shall be held on the occasion of AGM, IADI conferences
or the Executive Council meetings. If it deems necessary, the Chair may call physical or
non-physical meeting. In any case, physical or non-physical meetings shall be held at least
3 times a year.

e The ERC held its last meeting in Prague, 15 January 2007. Mr. Dirk Cupei, Vice-
chairman of EFDI was invited for the discussion over the program of the joint
IADI/EFDI Symposium on Cross-Border Issues that will be held in Basel, 3 May
2007. The ERC invited Mr. Mohammed Al-Jafari, | ADI MENA Regional Committee
Chair to discuss the preparation and draft program of the joint seminar of three
regional committees (ERC, MENA and Eurasia) to be held in Istanbul, 25-27 June,
2007.

e During its 5" meeting, held on 15 November 2006 in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, the ERC
established Balkans Regional Sub-committee to meet joint interest of Balkan
countries;

e Albanian Deposit Insurance Agency in co-operation with the Bank of Albania held a
seminar on Financial Policy Issues of Deposit Insurance Schemes in South-East
Europe on May 30, 2006 in Tirana;

e Bulgarian Deposit Insurance Fund in co-operation with the EC Technical Assistance
and Information Exchange Instrument organized a Workshop on EU Member States”’
Practices in Risk-Adjusted Deposit Guarantee Premiums for domestic commercial
banks in Sofia in January 2006;

e Bulgarian Deposit Insurance Fund organized a Workshop on Risk-Adjusted Premiums
and Credit Ratings for the Bulgarian commercial banks and financial regulators in
cooperation with USAID and Standard&Poor’s — London in Sofia in November 2005;

e The delegation of the ERC met with EFDI Chairman Mr. Roberto Moretti and EFDI
Vice-Chairman Mr. Dirk Cupei during EFDI meetings in Warsaw (October 2005) and
Berlin (June 2006) and Palermo (November 2006) to discuss possible areas of co-
operation between IADI and EFDI;

e A number of bilateral contacts were established between ERC members and/or other
IADI members as well as other European deposit insurance schemes, e.g.:

Delegation of Deposit Insurance Agency, Albania paid a visit to Bank
Guarantee Fund, Poland to study legal framework of BGF in connection with
DIA preparation for incorporating EU requirements into their DI law and to
FDIC to get expertise for their projects for increasing public awareness and
for revision of deposit insurance legislation;

Bulgarian Deposit Insurance Fund and the Deposit Guarantee Fund (Ukraine)
held bilateral meetings in Kiev, Ukraine. The visits of the BDIF representatives
allowed sharing experience in deposit guarantee and bank liquidation
procedure;

The Deposit Guarantee Fund (Ukraine) paid a visit to the Deposit Insurance
Agency (Russia) to discuss the issues of restructuring failed banks;

Delegation of Deposit Insurance Agency (Russia) paid a visit to SEDESA
(Argentina) to study SEDESA policies and practices in deposit insurance and
bank resolution areas, to Deposit Guarantee Fund for Depositors and
Investors (Denmark); to Turkish Savings Deposit Insurance Fund to study
SDIF experience in problem bank resolution and asset management and to
Polish Bank Guarantee Fund for studying the Fund’s experience and practices
in the areas of deposit insurance and problem banks rehabilitation with the
Fund’s financial assistance;

National Deposit Insurance Fund of Hungary advised DIA of Albania on their
project of pay-out software implementation.
