3. Summary of Current Business Plan

The current Business Plan for the ARC is composed of activities as follows:

(1) Promoting IADI Membership and participation in the region,

(2) Promoting dialogue through meetings and other opportunities in the region,

(3) Conducting DI related studies from the perspective of the region,

(4) Enhancing regional cooperation through intellectual supports to DI related institutions,
(5) Promoting collaboration with international financial institutions, and

(6) Providing vehicles for the communication in the region.

4. Meetings & Events

The ARC has held five Annual Meetings in Seoul (Korea), Kyoto (Japan), Taipei (Taiwan),
Manila (the Philippines) and Hanoi (Vietham) since its inception.
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The most current meeting and event in the region was the 5th ARC Meeting and
International Conference in Hanoi held on 28 & 29 March 2007. The International
Conference titled “Enhancing the Effectiveness of Deposit Insurance Operation” was divided
into three parts; “Legal Framework for Deposit Insurers,” “Receivership and Resolution” and
“Macro Policy on Deposit Insurance Operation.”

The event was a great success with approximately 120 experts and participants from all
over the world. It provided great opportunities to exchange knowledge and information for
international deposit insurance community.
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At the ARC Annual Meeting in Hanoi, it was determined that the Indonesia Deposit
Insurance Corporation will host the next ARC Annual Meeting. The Meeting is supposed to
be held from March 20 to 22 2008 in Bali Indonesia. The detailed plan and arrangement is
now under consideration.

5. Research Subcommittee

The ARC established its Research Subcommittee in the Committee. The research projects
“Transitioning from Blanket Guarantee to Limited Coverage System” and “Sources of
Liguidity for Deposit Insurance Fund” were done under the chairmanship of CDIC Taiwan.
And the ongoing project, "Bridge Bank Schemes in the Asian Region” and “Legal
Frameworks of Deposit Insurance,” which led by the KDIC, are underway to be at the
finalizing stage.

It was agree that the PDIC was to assume the chair of the Research Subcommittee at the
ARC Meeting in Hanoi. Now the PDIC is working on topic selection and other arrangement.

The new research projects will be completed to produce the reports that will be presented at
the ARC Meeting in March 2008.
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
